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Arrangements to ensure the effective support of pupils with medical needs.
Prior to a pupil’s admission to the Learning Centre or provision of home tuition, a multi-agency assessment (CAF) will be held, often within the school setting, to include:

· Pupil

· Parent/carer

· Appropriate school staff

· Education Welfare Officer

· Assistant Head of the Learning Centre for Group and Individual Teaching, or Senior Teacher of The Barbara Russell Children’s Unit relating to post hospitalisation and severe/chronic illness.

· Representatives from other agencies 

The assessment should also propose: 
· Targets for the pupil’s IEP or PSP 

· Venue for tuition – the Learning Centre (CEC/PRU), Mangotsfield site, school or home (where the pupil is unable to leave the home as a result of the medical problem)

· Approximate duration of period of tuition

· Contributions from other professionals as part of an integrated support programme for the pupil

· Review date – usually + 6 weeks

· Reintegration plan

The school will retain responsibility for: -

· A named link person in school to be responsible for co-ordinating 
· Policy guidance being followed. (All schools will have their own policy addressing “Access to Education”)
· Provision of regular suitable work as/if necessary and a procedure for collection and return.

· Monitoring of attendance.

· Arrangements for SATS and GCSE entries where appropriate.

· Assessment of coursework.

· Support from the school’s Connexions Personal Advisor.

· Work experience placements if required

· Reintegration the pupil

· Regular review meetings / consultations in partnership with EOTAS /PRU personnel

PTO
The PRU will be responsible for: -


· Delivery of the core offer defined in the PRU/EOTAS Curriculum Policy

· Reporting to the school and parents re progress, achievement and attendance

· Coordinating reintegration 

· Initiating and attending review meetings.

NB. Withdrawal of tuition

If a young person fails to attend or make themselves unavailable for tuition on a regular basis, without production of an appropriate medical certificate or with no valid reason for absence as determined by the Assistant Head, then tuition will cease until a further meeting is convened to establish a way forward. 
Tuition will likewise be reviewed if the young person ceases to follow a therapeutic programme recommended by any other agency as part of rehabilitation and reintegration package, as this may affect attendance and/or behaviour, and a multi-agency meeting will be held.
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
